As part of our focus on ‘Grateful and Generous’ and Prayer, we would love you to make a
drawing or collage of 5 things your family are grateful for, and a prayer to go alongside.

On Monday the Governors informed parents/carers that we are due a 3 day Estyn Inspection starting on
Monday 17th February. We have sent out a link to a parental questionnaire which needs to be
completed by 11pm on Sunday 9th February. On Monday 17th February the Inspection team would like
to meet with as many parents as possible. This is normally held about 15 minutes after the school day
ends. We will let you know the exact time once we have confirmation from Estyn.

On Monday 10th February, work is due to begin on the over flow parking area to the side of the school
and access will be blocked. This will inevitably cause problems for parking and we recommend you walk
to school where possible. Please remember that parking in the lower carpark is limited to the bays only
and cars should not wait in this area or on the double yellow lines or the driveway, especially in front of
the school gates. This includes privately hired taxis.

Heras fencing has also been placed across the edge of the lower carpark near the pathway. This is to
discourage pedestrians using this as a shortcut into school and to safeguard all pedestrians as cars
move in and out of the area. | am politely asking parents to please keep to these safeguarding
procedures.

We continued our Christian Values of ‘Grateful and Generous’ in our Monday worship, and discussed
the quote from Acts 20:35 ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive’. The children told me what things
they could give to others such as time, money, kindness and friendship. We watched an animation of
‘The Little Red Hen’ in French and then using a few simple French words we discussed the story and how
the characters did not show that they were grateful or generous. The children reflected on whether
they showed how grateful they were to those who always helped them.

We have also uploaded our latest ‘Discipline and Behaviour Policy’ to our website. The policy has been
written in consultation with the pupils and they have devised sets of rules for behaviour: ‘Our Caring
School Rules’; ‘Our Playground Rules’; ‘Our Worship Rules’; ‘Our School Trip Rules’; ‘Our Forest School
Rules’. Please have a read of these, we welcome any comments from parents and carers.
